Festival
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The Yosakoi Soran Festival was
launched by students in Hokkai-
do in 1992, One of those stu-
dents was inspired to initiate
this festival after he was moved
by the annual Yosakol Festival
of Kochi Prefecture in southern
Japan. In the Yosakoi Soran
Festival, the traditional Yosa-
koi-bushi folk ballad of Kochi
was arranged as a powerful,
modern, rhythmic version that
epitomizes the energy of youth.
The student thought to combine
the Yosakoi Festival of Kochi
Prefecture with Hokkaido's tra-
ditional Soran-bushi folk ballad,
thus realizing the Yosakoi Sor-
an Festival.

In the coming summer, the
tenth Yosakoi Soran Festival is
expected to attract some two
million It has
grown to become a major event
in Hokkaido, along with the
Sapporo Snow Festival.

Namahage
sy

The Namahage Festival has
been held for more than 1,200
vears on the Oga Peninsula of
Akita Prefecture. On the 15th
of the first lunar month or on
New Year's Eve, men mask
themselves as demons, dress in
straw capes, and clutch hoes
and wooden knives. They visit
households in the area and af-
ter the "demons” worship at the
family Shinto altar, they chase
after children and roar in the lo-
cal dialect: "Any kids here who
cry? Any kids who are lazy™
Children cling to their parents
or grandparents until the de-
mons depart. The demons leave

after they are given sake, rice
cake and other food.
"Namahage” means "the
expulsion of laziness." This tra-
dition helps the locals to get
through the cold winter, when
people tend to become lazy. In
1978 it achieved designation as
an Important Intangible Folk
Cultural Property of Japan.,

Sakata Maiko
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Sakata was a flourishing com-
mercial port on the Japan Sea
in what is now Yamagata Pre-
fecture. The town gained a rep-
utation as a northern center of
maiko (apprentice geisha) dur-
ing the Edo era (1603-1867).
The maiko here performed ele-
gant dances during business ne-
gotiations at ryotei (elegant tra-
ditional Japanese restaurants),
until the tradition fell into de-
cline after World War I1.

A decade ago, an effort was
made to restore maiko, based
on the belief that maiko and
ryotel are important elements
of the local culture. Today, mai-
ko perform at bars and restau-
rants in Sakata and at events
of Yamagata Prefecture. The
popularity of maiko is rising.

Shamisen

The shamisen is a Japanese
stringed instrument plucked by
pick to powerful effect. Tsu-
garu shamisen, plucked in a
uniquely percussive style, ori-
ginated in Aomori Prefecture,
which is close to Hokkaido. Leg-
end holds that a blind man in-
troduced the instrument long
ago by playing hither and thith-
er, after which the Tsugaru
shamisen came to be used to ac-

company folk ballads. Many lis-
teners were so impressed by its
compelling musical introduc-
tions that it developed into a
solo instrument. It was in 1956
that the Tsugaru shamisen
gained the general attention of
the public. Now fans dot the na-
tion. Many shamisen players
converge on Kanagi Town in Ao-
mori Prefecture to participate
in a national competition held
every spring.

Esashi

Oiwake
VL3585

The Esashi Oiwake folksong ori-
ginated in the Oiwake-bushi bal-
lad sung in central Japan. The
song gradually headed north
and reached Esashi, Hokkaido.
Incorporated into other local
songs, it became the Esashi Oi-
wake, It was sung on various
occasions, including at work
and during banquets, and many
versions emerged. To unify the
different wvariations, the Re-
gearch Group for Authentic Esa-
shi-Oiwake was founded in
1908. In 1935, the different va-
riations were standardized as
the present version.

The Austrian conductor Fe-
lix Weingartner introduced the
Esashi Oiwake at the Vienna
Theater, in a speech entitled
"Japanese Music." As a result,
the song moved musicians in
many countries and gained at-
tention as a folk ballad of the
world. It later won recognition
as a contemporary form of mu-
gic, Offices of the Research
Group for Authentic Esashi-Oi-
wake now number some 1,300,
including the headquarters in
Esashi, and membership ex-
ceeds 4,800 enthusiasts. In
1989, the first overseas branch
was founded in San Paulo, Bra-
zil.,

Sapporo Deme measures 42,700 m', with an
Indoor Arena accounting for 17,700 m* of this
and an Outdoor Arena accounting for 25,000 m®
The interior dome rises 68 m above the floor of
the arena, and the facility is built of reinforced
concrete. Its six floors include two basement

levels. In addition to seating 53,8456 spectators,
the Dome is equipped with special restrooms
and seating reserved for people with handicaps.
The Dome employs various new technologies
to address snow and the cold. The design aligns
the roof axis with the prevailing wind direction
to reduce snow aceumulation, and the semi-
bagement structure decreases the heat load
Heating installed mainly in the seating arcas
provides n pleasant environment. The Dome
can be used for various purposes, such as socosr
and bassball. When the baseball feld is sat up,
the pitcher's mound elovates automatically.
It is also an all-weather stadivm: To enable
the natural-turf soccer feld (120 meters long x
85 moters wide x 1.38 meters thick) to slide
between the indoor and outdoor arenas, air
pressure is used to reduce the dead weight.
